Volunteers in Medicine Receives Grant from McKesson Medical-Surgical

Burlington, VT (June 2009) Volunteers in Medicine (VIM) was selected by McKesson Medical-

Volunteers in Medicine is a national network of more than 70 clinics in 23 states that rely
primarily on retired medical and community volunteers to provide quality health care services to
people who are uninsured. These clinics were developed with assistance from the VIM national
office and promote a “Culture of Caring” - a welcoming environment which emphasizes the
treatment of every person with dignity and respect.

VIM clinics from Georgia to Oregon will use the McKesson funds to provide services, such as
medications, diagnostic testing, medical supplies, and patient education to people without health
insurance.
